Party A-ZC Part 1

A isfor Activities

Crafts, sports, toys, bouncy castle, games.....choose a good mixture of different activities
suitable for the age of children involved for an exciting and fun filled party.

B isfor Balloons

Bright, colourful and instant decor for any party, balloons are one of the traditions which should
not be forgotten. From a few simple air filled balloons on the floor to helium filled ones tied to
chairs or even balloon archways, columns or sculptures. A balloon modeller is a great element of
additional entertainment, costing around £75 per hour.

C isforCake Bringing out the birthday cake is the moment during a party when the birthday girl or boy feels
extra special. Homemade designs are unique and can feature a photograph or iced design, or
alternatively, lots of cupcakes displayed on a stand look very effective. Instead of sending home
squashed cake in a napkin how about a cellophane wrapped cupcake or iced biscuit?

D s forDate Think carefully about when to hold your child’s party. In our experience weekend parties are

usually more successful as children are tired after school. If you want a good RSVP rate avoid
Saturday mornings and make sure it doesn’t clash with any large family event being held locally.

E is forEntertainment

The quality of the entertainment can make or break a party. Something good will hold the
children’s interest, excite them and involve them in lots of fun, shown by endless laughter and
smiles!

F is forFood

K is forKnife

Knife to cut the cake, extra napkins, candles and matches, bin sack for rubbish and presents,
camera, pen and paper for phone numbers, music....just a few of the things we know are easily
forgotten!
